This diversity is not only recognized but embraced as a defining strength of our school community. At Stranahan, every culture is respected and acknowledged through intentional practices by both students and staff. We create spaces where cultural traditions are shared, voices are uplifted, and identities are celebrated.
From classroom discussions and extracurricular programming to schoolwide events and community partnerships, Stranahan prioritizes inclusivity and cultural appreciation. Our staff works diligently to embed cultural awareness into daily interactions and instructional practices, while our students demonstrate pride in their heritage through participation in clubs, performances, mentoring programs, and heritage celebrations. This ongoing commitment ensures that Stranahan is not just a place of learning, but a vibrant community where all cultural identities are valued, affirmed, and woven into the fabric of our school culture.




How is the school acknowledging this culture?

At Stranahan High School, we take intentional steps to recognize, celebrate, and elevate the rich cultural diversity of our student body. For our Hispanic students, opportunities for leadership and connection are provided through our Latinos In Action (LIA) mentoring program. LIA not only provides peer support and mentorship, but also hosts several program nights throughout the year where families, students, and community members come together to celebrate Latino culture, highlight student achievements, and strengthen home-school partnerships. These events often feature student presentations, cultural performances, and community guest speakers, creating an authentic platform for cultural pride and engagement.
In addition, the school makes efforts to ensure inclusivity in communication and outreach. For example, our School Advisory Council (SAC) meeting flyers are distributed in both English and Spanish, ensuring accessibility for a broader segment of our community. Each fall, Stranahan proudly celebrates Latino Heritage Month with assemblies, classroom activities, and schoolwide displays that honor the contributions of Hispanic culture to our community and nation. At our main entrance, the FACE (Family and Community Engagement) bulletin board prominently features business cards and information from surrounding Hispanic-owned businesses, further reinforcing the connection between our school and the wider community.
Acknowledgment of culture extends well beyond Hispanic heritage. Throughout the year, Stranahan uplifts diverse voices and traditions through Black History Month performances, talent shows that raise funds for cultural clubs, and community events such as car wash days organized by student groups. Students are also encouraged to wear clothing or shirts that represent their cultural heritage, giving visibility to the pride they carry for their roots. Collectively, these initiatives build a vibrant school culture where students feel seen, valued, and celebrated for who they are.
