Larkdale Elementary School is a PreK-5 Title 1 public school with approximately 420 
students.  It is located in Lauderhill, Florida.  The demographics are as follows:  94% 
Black/African American, 5% Hispanic and 1% Multi-Racial or other.  Larkdale has two 
Headstart, two PreK ESE, three ASD, three Kindergarten through 5th grade classes.  Larkdale 
also has a Music, Science, and Physical Education Specials.    

The faculty consists of Effective and Highly Effective teachers.  Our faculty is committed to 
achieving optimum student success and school improvement.  Data analysis is conducted 
regularly, and instructional shifts are made.  Teachers participate in Professional 
Development and strategic, collaborative planning based on data.   

One of our main challenges is student attendance and building and maintaining 
consistent, continual parent involvement.

Larkdale Elementary works closely with the Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, incorporated who has 
partnered with us to provide support to our first and second-grade students in reading 
every Friday through an initiative called Z-Hope.    



All of our classrooms have been equipped with one-to-one digital devices that are used to 
enrich students’ strengths and remediate their weaknesses.  Our areas of improvement 
include decreasing the number of students with chronic attendance problems and 
increasing parental involvement.  Our goal is to provide more opportunities for students to 
showcase their talents, as well as increase the proficiency percentage of students at each 
grade level who are reading on or above grade level.
