	1: The Title 1 Parent Survey was used to identify and adjust to parental concerns about their students education. Prior year assessment data from FAST and Common Assessments were organized with graphs, tables and charts. Information was organized to show individual teacher, grade level, and school wide results. Individual student results were reviewed with teachers, department chairs and administration. A parent survey is sent home each spring to gather input concerning curriculum, environment, and communication. Results from this survey are used to help write goals and objectives for scores. Suggestions are discussed with staff and considered for inclusion in school-wide plans. 
	2: Vacancies are filled with candidates interviewed at the recruitment fair and referred by the district's instructional staffing department. Retention of teachers is a top priority for NRMS. Teachers are cultivated and nurtured at NRMS to succeed professionally. We retained High Qualified, certified-in-field, effective teachers by using Professional Learning Communities (Literacy Coach), District Trainings (District Personnel), School Based Professional Development (Site Based Leadership Team),  and Teacher Incentives (Administration).
	low performing students: Title I funds support school efforts in ensuring that all children meet challenging academic standards by providing resources to schools with economically disadvantaged students. Title I funds also provide additional teachers to assist students, particularly low performers. Staff development funds are used to develop comprehensive teacher training programs to improve instruction delivery through a variety of mastery and improve student achievement. 
	students: Students identified as neglected and/or delinquent will be connected to a school social worker through the Student Services Department who will provide support and community resources.
	10 Violence Prevention: New River Middle implements the Broward County Schools Code of Conduct and Follows the district Discipline Matrix. NRMS enforces the district's Anti-bullying policy and all staff members have completed the mandated Anti Bullying and Dating Violence Training  Modules from the Prevention Department. NRMS has a zero tolerance policy related to bullying. Bullying prevention programs are supported through Youth Crime Watch, Peer Counseling/Conflict Mediation programs, guest speakers and student assemblies. This year we implemented showing anti-bullying , anti-violence public service announcements on the morning announcements.
