	1: Assessment data from the prior academic year—including FSA scores, BSA scores, reading scores, internal assessments, and diagnostic evaluations—were systematically compiled and presented through tables, graphs, and charts, allowing for meaningful analysis at the teacher, grade-level, and school-wide scale. Individual student results were shared with classroom teachers to identify strengths, address areas of need, and tailor instruction accordingly. Parents, recognized as integral partners in the school’s improvement process, contributed feedback each spring through surveys on curriculum, instructional effectiveness, the learning environment, and communication practices; this input informed both short- and long-term goals. In addition, parents were invited to meet with school administrators to review student achievement outcomes and discuss evidence-based strategies for raising performance, ensuring transparency, fostering collaboration, and reinforcing the shared responsibility between home and school in supporting overall student success.
	2: Boulevard Heights Elementary School participates in the Teacher Induction for Effectiveness and Retention (T.I.E.R.) district program provided by the Department of Coaching and Induction. Teacher Induction for Effectiveness and Retention (T.I.E.R.) provides a school-based instructional support system for teachers new to the profession. The new educator support is weekly through a school-based T.I.E.R. coach who provides mentoring, modeling of best practices, and professional guidance. In addition, new teachers are given opportunities to collaborate with experienced colleagues, engage in professional learning communities, and access ongoing training aligned with district and school goals. These strategies not only build instructional capacity but also foster a supportive environment that attracts and retains high-quality, highly qualified teachers who are committed to long-term success at the school.
	low performing students: Staff Development funds are used to develop a comprehensive professional training program to improve delivery of instruction through a variety of workshops designed to move teachers to mastery and improve student achievement. Parental involvement funds are utilized to fund academic parent nights that provide parents with new skills to support student learning at home. Title I funds are used to staff additional teachers who provide targeted instructional support to students, particularly those performing below grade level, ensuring smaller group instruction and individualized interventions. These efforts are complemented by strategies to improve the frequency and quality of progress monitoring, allowing teachers to adjust instruction in real time and provide timely feedback to students and families, ultimately fostering higher levels of academic growth and success.
	students: Students identified as neglected and/or delinquent will be connected to a school Social Worker through the Student Services Department who will provide support and community resources. Collaboration with community agencies will take place to ensure that needed services, such as health and nutrition, are provided. In addition, counseling and mentoring opportunities will be available to support students’ social-emotional well-being, while individualized academic plans will be developed to guide progress. These comprehensive services are designed to remove barriers to learning, provide stability, and ensure that neglected and delinquent students have equitable access to the resources and support necessary for academic achievement and personal growth.
	10 Violence Prevention: Boulevard Heights Elementary School upholds the Broward County Student Code of Conduct and adheres to the District Discipline Matrix to ensure a safe and respectful learning environment. The school strictly enforces the District’s Anti-Bullying Policy with zero tolerance for bullying and violence. To support prevention efforts, the school implements Bullying Prevention Programs through initiatives such as Youth Crime Watch, Peer Counseling and Conflict Mediation, as well as presentations by guest speakers and student assemblies that promote positive behavior and conflict resolution.
	11 Nutrition Program: Nutritional programs and health education are integral components of our school’s commitment to student well-being, implemented through the Physical Education curriculum and supported by federal initiatives administered by the Broward County Public Schools Food and Nutrition Department.




	12 Housing Programs if applicable: Referrals to the school Social Worker are made when parents express a need for housing or food assistance. In addition, front office staff document families who indicate such needs and promptly share this information with school administration and the guidance counselor to ensure appropriate support and resources are provided.
	13 Head Start if applicable: To ensure school readiness, the Head Start program provides literacy, math, and science curriculum that aligns with K–3 national standards to improve educational outcomes. The connection between curriculum and child expectations has contributed to better preparing students to succeed in Kindergarten. An end-of-the-year Creative Curriculum Continuum report, which details each student’s ongoing assessment, is placed in the student’s curriculum folder to inform Kindergarten teachers of the progress made by Head Start students throughout the program. These combined efforts create a strong foundation for lifelong learning by equipping students with the essential skills and confidence necessary for academic success.
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	14 Adult Education if applicable: Parents and other adults of the community requesting ESOL, GED, or other continuing education programs are referred to the district's community school for services through our school Social Worker.
	15 Career and Technical Education: This program is currently not applicable at Boulevard Heights Elementary School.
	17 PreSchool Transition  Middle School Orientation: We hold matriculation meetings for ESE and Pre-School and conduct child study meetings for Pre-K. In addition, students in 5th grade tour middle schools on set dates for middle school registration and information.

	9 Supplemental Academic Instruction: SAI allocation will be utilized to help fund our after school instructional camps. These specifically target struggling students in both reading and science.
	8 Homeless Students: Teachers and staff are responsible for identifying students experiencing homelessness and referring them to the district’s Homeless Education Program. This program is designed to remove barriers to education by ensuring immediate school enrollment, providing supplemental academic support, and offering counseling and case management services. In addition, students are connected with school social workers and community resources to address their individual needs, with the overarching goal of maintaining school as a stable and supportive environment that fosters both academic achievement and personal well-being.




	7 ESOL: English Language Learners (ELL) receive specialized reading and developmental language arts instruction from certified ESOL and reading teachers, with additional support provided by the ESOL paraprofessional through individualized and small-group assistance in mainstream classrooms. To further strengthen home-school connections, district personnel attend parent nights to offer translation services and deliver important information to families in their native languages, ensuring that parents are well-informed and equipped to support their children’s academic success.
	6 District professional development: Teachers participate in professional development linked to improved student achievement in the Florida State Standards. This inclues Science of Reading, Performance Matters, Math Interventions, and grade level Professional Learning Communities.
