Benchmark Assessment System and end-of-the-year tests were organized with graphs, tables, and charts. Information was organized to show individual teacher, grade
level, and school wide results. Individual student results were given to classroom teachers for their review. Teachers and administrators came together prior to the beginning
of the school year to review and discuss this data. Teachers analyzed academic achievement results in all core subjects and subgroups including race; gender;
economically disadvantaged; students with disabilities (ESE); English Language Learners(ELL); and lowest 25th percentile (all subjects tested). Teachers worked in
groups-primary and intermediate-to write specific goals and objectives in all subject areas to improve student achievement. In addition, teachers and staff discussed
additional areas of need related to improving student achievement. These included school climate, parent participation and barriers to learning at home. Parents are also a
vital part of the process. A parent surveyis sent home each spring to gather input concerning curriculum, environment, and communication. Results from this survey
are used to help write goals and objectives for the school. Parents are invited to meet with administration to discuss student achievement results and strategies for
improving scores.

In addition to the classroom instruction, all teachers and
staff members received training on the Anti-Bully policy and CHAMPS | training. The school offers a non-violence and anti-drugs
program through Gang Resistance Education and Training (GREAT) and Project Sentry that includes field trips, community
service and counseling.

home school, and dates scheduled for kindergarten roundup at those schools. Palmview Elementary school provides a school calendar of events and flyers to local pre-schools. Students who are scheduled to enter
the school starting at the Kindergarten level are invited to the Kindergarten Round Up at the end of the previous school year. This event is held at the end of every year, and welcomes new parents and students. They are able to tour the school, meet the
Kindergarten teachers,and ask questions to get ready for the next school year. Then parents have the summer to put into place strategies learned to ready students for the upcoming school year. Prior to students starting Kindergarten they attend an Open
House the Friday before school starts. This event allows parents and students to see their new classroom, meet the teacher, and learn and pi Alter the school year is in full swing, the Kindergarten Team hosts a Family night.
