Information is separated to show individual teacher, grade level and school wide results. Individual students results are given to
classroom teachers for their review.

Parents are also part of the process. A parent survey is sent home each Spring to gather input concerning curriculum,
environment and communication. Results from this survey are used to help write goals and objectives for the school.

Parents are invited to meet with administration to discuss student achievement results and strategies for improving scores.
Suggestions are discussed with staff and considered for inclusion in school wide plans.

The district Human Resource's and staff development departments, as well as level Teacher Recruitment Committee work collaboratively to retain and recruit highly qualified,certified-in-field, effective teachers. The district also has a website used to attract
teachers to Broward County based upon regional perks Teach Near the Beach” and opportunities to receive benefits beyond a paycheck. Mirror Lake Elementary collaboration with the district is evidenced by participation in Broward Teacher Recruitment
Fairs. Vacancies are filled with fair and referred by the district's instructional staffing department. Retention of teachers is a top priority of our school. Teachers are culfivated and nurtured at Mirror Lake Elementary to
grow professionally. We retain highly qualified, cenmed -in- he\d effective teachers in our school by utilizing the TEACHER INDUCTION FOR EFFECTIVE RETENTION (T.I.E.R Liaison), Professional Learning Communities (Reading Coach),District Trainings
(District , School-Based (Leadership Team/Team Leaders), Teacher Recognition and Incentives (Administration)

ELL students receive reading and development language arts instruction by a certified
ESOL teacher. They also receive extra teaching support with a pull in ESOL teacher.

8. Homeless Students. Provide a description of service school level contact, identification process
and services provided to these students.

Teachers and staff members are responsible for helping to identify homeless students and referring
them to the Homeless Education program offered by the district. The purpose of the Homeless
Education Program is to identify homeless students, remove barriers to their education, including
school enrollment, provide them with supplemental and counseling case management services as well
as linkages to their school social worker while maintaining school at the students stable environment.

9. Supplemental Academic Instruction (SAI)

Upon availability SAI will be utilized to fund After School and/or Saturday Academic
Camps to assist struggling students.

10. Violence Prevention

We follow the county's Anti Bullying Process and the Guidance Counselor conducts several student
groups including the Mediators. The local Police Department participates within the school to provide the
Gang Resistance and Drug Education (GRADE) program to our fifth graders. A plantation police officer
teaches weekly lessons for ten weeks.

11. Nutrition Program

Nutrition is taught through health, Science, food service personnel and PE. We also
have a school nurse who assist in special cases.

12. Housing Programs

Referrals are made to the school social worker, when parents are in need of housing
or food. Additionally, the front office staff takes note of families expressing a need and
passes this information on to administration and/or the guidance counselor.
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13. Head Start

For the 2025-2026 school year, Mirror Lake Elementary does not offer a Head Start program. However, Mirror lake
Elementary provides a Pre-K ESE program, which includes both Specialized and Intensive Preschool services for
students with developmental delays or those requiring intensive instruction. The Pre-K ESE curriculum emphasizes
readiness skills, communication, independent functioning, and social development.

14. Adult Education

Parents and other adults of the community requesting ESOL, GED or other continuing
education programs are referred to the district's community school for services
through our school social worker.

15. Career and Technical Education

The guidance counselor provides quarterly lessons within the classroom focusing on
career and technical education. In addition, all fifth grade students will receive
instruction through the Junior Achievement Biztown Program.

16. Job Training

Through the STEM Science, Technolog and MLE students are participating in a robotics club program that is embracing a learning environment for collegiate training. Also, Mirror Lake Elementary will be hosting the National Girl E1

18. Preschool Transition / Middle and High School Orientation(s)

Mirror Lake Elementary services four classes of Specialized Pre-k ESE. The teachers conduct vertical articulation
meetings during the school year to ensure that the transition from the early childhood programs to kindergarten
program is smooth. A Kindergarten Orientation is also held prior to the beginning of the school year. This gives the
incoming kindergarten students an opportunity to meet their new teacher and get acclimated to their classroom.
Additionally, parents are given an overview of the kindergarten curriculum and expectations.
