A 

proposed new start time of 2:30 p.m. was discussed, and the committee agreed to revisit this at a 

future meeting. They also considered distributing a questionnaire to gather member feedback. 

Mrs. King-Roberts encouraged each committee member to personally invite two parents from 

their class to join. When asked for questions or concerns, no additional input was provided at this 

time.

Ms. Clarke reviewed the school’s Comprehensive Evidence-Based Reading Plan. She outlined 
the school’s goals, the steps for implementing the improvement plan, and the strategies 
designed to ensure growth in literacy achievement. The following key actions were discussed: 

• Conduct regularly scheduled walkthroughs 

• Meet to disaggregate data from screeners 

• Ensure Tier 3 interventions are provided 

• Implement the Just Read, Florida! literacy model 

• Apply the Science of Reading (SOR) principles 

• Identify students in need of Tier 2 or Tier 3 support 

• Use evidence-based instructional materials 

• Provide explicit instruction for Tier 2 and Tier 3 students 

• Offer ongoing professional development for staff
