ELO Camps

- We just completed our 2" round of FAST Testing and will use the FAST-Testing
monitor student data with a school goal of at least 70% proficiency and 70%
learning gains by the end of the school year.

- Since we transitioned to a combination school, we now need an increase of aur
school-wide data points to maintain our school grade from at least 62% to 65%.

- Learning Gains are for students who scored a Level 3 or Level 4 and need to score
at least 1 point higher this school year. Students who scored a Level 5 just need to
maintain Level 5. .

- Motion to approve by Marimer Fernandez and seconded by Indira Rubi to allocate
the Accountability Funds to fund Extended Learning Opportunity (ELO) Camps,
open to every teacher at 550 per hour with targeted students using our PM2
F.A.S.T Testing Data to improve their reading and math proficiency and learning
gains that impact our school grade.
