Directions in Spanish
and Creole on how to access FOCUS as well as online resources in Spanish and Creole to assist ELL
students in reading and math

3. Title I Documents Review for 2025-2026 and Development for 2026-2027

Reports:

Ms. Bostic Reviewed the Parent and Family Engagement Plan. Parentr/guardian input was
requested for the upcoming school year. Parents/guardians did not provide input.

Ms. Bostic shared that Title I funding supports academic and family initiatives at the school. Funds
are used for learning materials, additional staff, extended learning opportunities (after school
reading/math camp, parent and family engagement events (Trunk or Treat, Turkey Trot, Literacy
Night, Data Date Night)

The Title I Parent Involvement Allocation focuses on strengthening home-school connections.
Parents were invited to share topics for workshops, learning resources needed at home, and
barriers to participation. Suggestions from parents included more regular communication about
weekly academic topics, access to materials with examples of grade-level skills, and distribution via
FOCUS and email to ensure accessibility

Ms. Bostic reviewed the School Parent Compact. Parents/guardians were reminded that it is a
written agreement which they signed at the beginning of the school year. Shareholders
responsibilities outlined in the compact were reviewed: the school (Provide a safe environment,
qualified teachers, and progress reports), parents (ensure school supplies and regular attendance),
and students (strive to improve academically). Parent/guardian input was requested.
Parents/guardians did not provide input.

Parent and Family Engagement Survey

A school climate survey was distributed earlier in the year. Key findings were as follows:
1. 97% of parents agree they know what is being taught
2. Lower scores in areas such as:

- Receiving helpful materials for academic support
- Clear explanation of how to use materials

- Feeling their suggestions are valued

- Clarity and translation of school communications

3. 100% agreement that parents feel welcome at the school
4. No parent input was given.
