o Money has not been given to Broward County for multiple years 

o An investigation is starting to confirm what happened with the funding. 

o This will impact multiple functions and options for spending. 

o SAT prep and tutoring 

  

Money has to be voted and spent by Feb 1st for all A+ dollars 

  

There may be a connection with the money management strategy from the state and 
district level with the Charter School deficit
